Course Description:

This course will provide students with a general introduction to social anthropology. We will cover traditional topics such as theories and methods in social anthropology, adaptation, social change, gender and sexuality, family systems, exchange, political life, religion, public anthropology, colonialism, neocolonialism, and globalization. The course will emphasize the relevance of anthropological theories and methods relating to contemporary social problems such as food security, poverty, health and well-being, the environment, and globalization. We will explore contemporary topics and themes, including sonic, virtual, post-human anthropology, and climate change. 
Delivery:

The course will be delivered face-to-face most weeks, with the exception of the two Term Tests which will be online only (October 13 and November 24). Of course, this is based on the current rules (please refer to the disclaimer and Covid statements below). Because we are in-person, I strongly urge you to wear masks during class time.

If you are ill, please do not come to class. I have set up a place on the Discussion Board area of Courselink where you may request notes from classmates should you miss class for any reason.

Expected Learning Outcomes
Upon completing this course, students should have:

1) Developed a basic understanding of the goals and methods of social anthropology.

2) Gained the ability to understand calls for a decolonization of the discipline.

3) Acquired an understanding of core concepts such as culture and cultural relativism.
4) Developed a basic understanding of some of the key theoretical frameworks that have been developed within the discipline of anthropology and social sciences more generally.

5) Gained insight into the range of cultural diversity around the world.

6) Acquired an understanding of various family, economic, and political systems around the globe.
7) Gained an appreciation of globalization and its impact on various peoples worldwide, as documented by social anthropologists.

8) Developed an appreciation for the distinctions between academic, applied, and public anthropology.
9) Critically reflect on culture, social relations, and social structures to develop a broader and deeper understanding of social problems
10) Situate and critically evaluate one’s social and cultural identity and location, power, and privilege, within a personal, social, cultural, political, and global context
11) Engage in classical and contemporary scholarly inquiry to identify and address anthropological questions and issues
12) Demonstrate personal and academic integrity and ethical reasoning
