COURSE OUTLINE: 

This course critically examines current anthropological theories. Some of the topics to be explored in this course include culture, cultural relativism, agency and choice, gender, power, kinship and marriage, health and wellbeing, social marginalization, religion and ritual, self and personhood, ethics, aging, biomedical technologies, disability, and public ethnography. The structure of this course places considerable weight on student interaction. While some of the topics we will examine have been chosen by the instructor, students in this course will also work with the instructor to choose additional theoretical issues to explore.
