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Course Outline and Learning Outcomes
This interactive seminar-based course focuses on violence against women and gendered violence stemming from historical and institutional inequalities. It introduces feminist, intersectional, and critical race viewpoints on gender-based violence across Canadian, international, and global contexts. We will examine how gender intertwines with other inequalities to shape women’s and gender diverse people’s experiences of violence, as well as their interactions with state institutions, including legal and judicial institutions and ongoing colonial violence. Together, we will pay close attention to the role of gender, not only as an identity but as a social structure that intersects with other structures of inequality to shape experiences of gendered violence. The course also explores feminist activism's influence on laws and policies. Classes include readings, short lectures, discussions, and exercises applying learning. This is an interactive course that requires students to come to class prepared and ready to engage in class discussions geared towards the application of course materials to their own experiences, and to Canadian, international, and global contexts.
